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H ISTORY OF YMCA  CAMP ERDMAN  

 

The 20 beautiful acres that YMCA Camp Erdman occupies were once owned by one of 

Hawaiôiôs most prominent families, the Dillinghamôs. In 1925, the family leased the makai 

(ocean -side) porti on of the property to the YMCA. They offered to sell it, but the YMCA 

lacked the fun ds to purchase it at the time . On August 26, 1931, Harold Randolph Erdman, 

whose mother was a member of the Dillingham family, was killed in a tragic p olo accident at 

the age of 26. In December of that year, the makai property was given to the YMCA in his 

memory, and thus Camp H.R. Er dman was founded.  

YMCA Camp H.R. Erdman has been offering Environmental Education classes to students 

from throughout Hawaiôi since 1967. If you grew up on Oôahu, chances are you attended a 

program at Camp Erdman  as a child. Do you know that the camp fun d oesnôt have to stop 

after elementary school? Camp Erdman is a dynamic place with a variety of programs 

designed to serve campers of all ages throughout the year:  

¶ Environmental Education (Grades K -6)  

¶ Leadership (Grades 6 -12)  

¶ Conference & Retreat (Leadershi p, Church Groups, Band  Camp , Family Reunions , etc. )

Meals are prepared under the direction of our certified Food Service Director and the kitchen 

staff , and are served family -style. Your group will be seated in the Dining Hall at tables of 

ten. As a group, you will be responsible for setting your tables before the meal begins, and 

for clearing and cleaning your tables after the meal ends.  

You may schedule your m eals to last  anywhere between 30 -45  minutes . Typical meal times 

are listed below. It is ve ry important that meals begin and end on time to ensure that all 

other camp activiti es are able to run on schedule.

All of our ca bins  have electricity and indoor restrooms (sink, toilet , &  shower) . The y are 

furnished with bunk beds that sleep one person on top and one person on the bottom.  

 

Makai  (O cean - side)  Cabins :  These 6 cabins (below) sleep 8 people each.  

 

Mauka  (M ountain - side) Cabins :  These  15 cabins (below) sleep 16 people each. 

Additionally , there are two community shower houses, each containing extra showers and 

bathrooms designed to help minimize shower wait time!  

 

RESERVATIONS AND CONTRACTS  

A $100 non - refundable booking fee must be made at the time of your reservation. This fee  

will be ap plied toward your total cost. A signed cont ract and an additional down payment  

will be due within 30 days of your receipt of the contract . You are also responsible for 

providing, at least 30 days prior to arrival , full payment and a Certificate of Liabilit y 

Insurance for $1 million dollars in Commercial General Liability Insurance and the final 

balance due to cover your groupôs stay.  
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CAMP ACTIVITIES  

Participation in staff - led camp activities is included in your conference package. Below is a 

list and shor t description of each activity.  

Swimming  ï (Capacity of 48 people scheduled in 1 -hour periods) Campôs certified 

lifeguards will be on deck  as you r group goes for  a re freshing dip. The pool is a great place 

to take a break and enjoy  a most spectacular view  of  both  ocean and mountains! The pool is 

run on a first -come, first -served basis  with capacity limits strictly enforced .  

Arts & Crafts  ï (Capacity of 30 scheduled in 1.5 -hour  periods) C amp will provide a staff 

member and supplies for your group members to par take  in arts & crafts projects. This is a 

great opportunity to relax, express your artistic side, and learn how to make local crafts.  

Archery  ï (Capacity of 15 people per range scheduled in a 1.5 -hour period) Camp will 

provide the equipment, you provi de the marksmanship! Show off your bow and arrow skills, 

or learn some new ones. A staff member will be present to oversee the use of the range and 

provide general safety instruction.  

Climbing Wall  ï (Capacity of 15 people per side scheduled in  a 1.5 -hour  period) Try your 

best to sc ale our 25 - foot climbing wall !  Trained camp instructors  will assist with safety 

equipment, brief on technique, and provide encouragement.  Please note th at closed - toe 

shoes are required !  

Mauka (Mountain) Hike  ï (Capacity of 20 pe ople per hike  scheduled  in a 1.5 -hour period) 

This staff - led interpretive hike into the Waianae Mountains  will include information on the 

natural environment (plant and ani mal species), island formation, the geography and 

culture of Hawaii , as well as a Q & A period. This is an adventurous outing and closed - toe 

shoes a re required for participation . A water bottle is highly recommended.  

Athletic Fields  ï Camp Erdman has three large athletic fields available to groups for 

general or specific activity usage.  

Basketball / Volleyball Court ï Camp Erdman has a full basketball court area as well as  

two  volleyball court s (one sand) for your groupôs sporting enjoyment .  

Campfires  ï Camp staff will supply the wood and build your fire. All you have to do is bring 

a ligh ter and the marshmallows!  Please remember to reserve a fire pit for your groupôs use 

ahead of time, just as with all other camp activities .
