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WINDWARD Y COURTYARD PROJECT

CONSTRUCTION STARTING OCTOBER 3RD 
Q. What is the courtyard project and why is the YMCA doing this?

A. Basically, we are putting a roof and walls over the existing open space in the middle of the building to create one large room. We need more space to serve members and participants better. Enclosing the courtyard will allow us to use this existing space year-round, rain or shine. Since 2002 we have looked into a number of other options and improvements, but they proved too costly and would have impacted our neighbors and the heiau too much.

Q. How long do you expect construction to last? 

A. Our contractor, Kiewit Pacific, expects the project to be finished before Christmas. 

Q. How will construction affect members and program participants?

A. The Y plans to keep the Group Exercise Room and Pool open as normal throughout the project, although construction noise may be loud at times. Ear plugs will be available at each entrance. The whole facility also will be open normal hours on weekends. The Healthy Lifestyles Center will be open normal hours except for the periods from Oct. 4-11 and Oct. 24-28 – about two weeks. During that time, it will be open each morning from 6 to 7:30 and again each evening from 5 or 6 to 9, depending on the type of construction for that week, as will the Welcome Center. The Y will post construction schedules at the Healthy Lifestyles Center, Welcome Center and Pool to keep everyone informed. These schedules are subject to change.
Q. How will I reach the Healthy Lifestyles Center, Group Exercise Room and Pool during construction?
A. The Y will open the side door to the Healthy Lifestyles Center down the walkway by the heiau road for classes and workouts, and the gate farther along that road for pool users and parents dropping children off at Child Watch. 

Q. How will the parking lot be affected, and can you move handicapped parking closer to the alternative entrances?

A. The parking lot will be affected only once in awhile when equipment and trucks come in or out. We will provide handicapped parking along the heiau road as close as possible to the alternate entrances. The heiau parking lot also is open to members. 

Q. What other options do I have during construction?

A. As an Island-Wide Member, you can take advantage of classes and equipment at any of the YMCA of Honolulu branches. Nuuanu is very close – about 20 minutes by going over the Pali – and the Kalihi Y also is convenient by going over Likelike. Both of those have Healthy Lifestyles Centers and Group Exercise classes.
